THE “PSYCHACHE” OF SUICIDE & 
SUICIDE BEREAVEMENT

The catastrophic gesture of suicide may be the only way some individuals 
can unleash the resounding echo of their pain. Often suicide, suicidal ideation 
and its gesture reflects a profound narcissistic collapse, loss of reality testing, 
self fragmentation and ego failure. When such a crisis arises in treatment, a 
careful and thorough psychodynamic formulation, based on a patientÕs 
psychic vulnerability to specific stressors is the best means for making day to 
day clinical decisions. This course will provide the clinician with skills to 
formulate an accurate estimate of an individualÕs danger of suicide and 
indications for treatment from an Object Relational perspective. In addition, 
this course will discuss suicidality from the perspective of those left behind. 
The nature of trauma for those who are left to grieve most often depends on 
the individualÕs relationship with the victim as well as their own vulnerability to 
internalized psychic attacks, ego (self) functioning and depletion of psychic 
supplies. 

 
Course Objectives: 
 

¥ Participants will learn how to assess suicide vulnerability from a 
psychodynamic perspective. 

¥ Participants will learn how to identify the signs of descent into 
suicide and how to treat the at- risk patient. 

¥ Participants will discuss relevant factors that could lead to 
vulnerability to suicide from a psychodynamic viewpoint with an 
emphasis on Object Relations. 

¥ Participants will learn how to manage the legacy of grief following a 
suicidal loss by understanding the unique needs of the survivor as 
well as the vulnerabilities of the victim.
